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NDF AND THE ENVIRONMENT

Use of renewable sources of energy rather than fossil fuels for electric power generation is
a major component of climate policies, and NDF has contributed significantly in this area
over the years, the Song-Hinh Hydropower Project (Vietnam) being a case in point. More-
over, a number of transmission projects have made possible the integration of hydro capa-
city into national networks, examples being the Energy Services Delivery Project (Benin)

referred to above, and the Greater Mekong Subregion Transmission Project (Cambodia).
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The Benin project also permits the integration of power generated by low carbon-emitting
biomass sources into the grid. Substitution of geothermal sources for fossil fuels has also
been supported, for example the Tanggu Geothermal Project (China) and the Leyte-Cebu
Geothermal Project (Philippines). Finally, virtually all power projects aim at improving

end use efficiency and avoiding wasteful use of energy by means of tariff reform.

Transportation

The other major source of greenhouse gas emissions is the transport sector, and NDF
projects have addressed this issue by various means including support for inter-modal
transport, and introduction of cleaner fuels. The Urban Mobility Improvement Program
(Senegal) is primarily aimed at improving the efficiency of traffic management in Dakar,
with components including support for public transport (particularly for the benefit of the
poor), road maintenance and repairs, and urban air quality management. Particular
attention is paid to environmental impact assessment in the Second Transport Sector
Project (Senegal). Vehicle emission testing is an important component of the Transport
Development Project (Mongolia), while the Dhaka Clean Fuel Project (Bangladesh) develops
the use of natural gas (CNG) as fuel for city transport. Fuel and transport pricing is typically

addressed in transport projects in order to encourage efficient use.

Water Resources

Climatic variations, increasingly observed and expected to increase, are already impacting
upon the reliability of adequate water supplies, with flooding followed by drought a growing
problem in many countries. Experience in the management of water resource projects is
highly relevant to the ability to adapt to future climate change. NDF projects in this area
have included the Long Term Water Sector Project (Senegal) which involves a series of
measures to respond to seasonal water deficits by protection of surface water sources for
Dakar, as well as a number of municipal water and sanitation projects, exemplified by the
Potable Water and Sanitation Investment Program (Honduras), Rehabilitation of Water
Supply and Sewerage Systems Program (Nicaragua), and components of the Mindanao

Basic Urban Services Project (Philippines).

Pollution control is clearly an integral element of these projects, with special attention
given to relationships between the quantity and quality of water resources in the Manage-
ment of Lake Managua Project (also Nicaragua). The Urban Water Project (Ghana) is a
specific illustration of measures taken to adapt to climate change, important components
of the project being dam reinforcement and safety as well as development of emergency
preparedness required in view of the increasing prevalence of floods. As in the case of
power and transportation, tariff policy is integral to efforts to achieve efficient and

equitable water use.

Agriculture, Land Management, Forestry

Projects and policies in the general area of agriculture, land management and forestry are
relevant for both mitigation and adaptation. Sequestration of carbon may be achieved by
changes in agricultural production techniques, crop selection, and forest management,
while changes in climate will also require adaptation in these areas. Relevant NDF
projects have included the Farm Income Enhancement and Forest Conservation Project
(Uganda). This project includes capacity building and institutional support for soil fertility
management, tree planting and sustainable forest management, essential ingredients of
climate-sensitive programs in most developing countries. Similar components are to be
found in other projects, such as the Socioenvironmental and Forestry Development

Program (Nicaragua).

Adaptation to climate change may in many cases involve population movements, so the
issue of land administration and property rights can be expected to become increasingly
important. In particular, security of land tenure resulting from efficient land administration
is necessary if farmers are given the incentive to take long term conservation measures
such as tree planting. Relevant experience has been gained with the National Land
Administration Project (Bolivia) and the Land Administration Project (Nicaragua). In
addition, the Atlantic Biological Corridor Project (Nicaragua) supports institutional

reform required to permit flexible adaptation to potential climatic changes.

Education and Health

Education i1s an essential ingredient of policies designed to mitigate greenhouse gas
emissions, as well as of measures to adapt to climate change. NDF experience in the sector
includes general as well as technical education, both of which are relevant for climate issues.
Project examples have included the National Education Reform Program (Honduras) and

the Vocational and Technical Education and Skills Development Project (Vietnam).

Climatic change is also expected to impact upon human health, and the capacity of the
health infrastructure to respond to changing disease patterns will be another significant
element of adaptation programs. NDF’s experience with this sector has included the
Epidemiological Shield and Support for Health Sector Reform Program (Bolivia), the

Health Sector Modernization and Restructuring Project (Dominican Republic) and the

Urban Primary Health Care Project (Bangladesh). Health risks caused by emission of
pollutants and hazardous materials are also addressed in the Copperbelt Environment
Project (Zambia), the primary beneficiary being the Zambian Environmental Council,
with longer term capacity building objectives including environmental impact assessment,

pollution permits, regulatory mechanisms, and pollution fees and fines.
